ORDER UNDER SECTION 144 Cr.P.C,

WHEREAS, a sudden spike in the cases of COVID-19 has been noticed in past few

days which posed a dire need to take mitigation and preventive measures to curtail the
spread of COVID-19 in the district;

. WHEREAS, it is an established fact that COVID-19 spreads from a COVID positive
patient/person to another person through personal contact or air at a very fast rate and
hence requires minimizing the personal contacts to counter its spread;

WHEREAS, a sharp upward rise in the positivity rate of Covid-19 has been recorded
in recent past in the district and there are reports that apart from the certain preventive
restrictions regarding minimizing social contacts and gathering/congregations imposed by
the undersigned to curtail the spread of Covid-19, people are still disobeying the Covid
safety protocols which has created a dreadful need to impose some strict restrictions to
minimize the social contacts and other gatherings/congregations;

WHEREAS, the Chairman State Executive Committee, Himachal Pradesh, vide order
no. Rev(DMC)(C)20-2/2021-COVID19-IIl dated 05t May, 2021has directed to impose
“Corona Curfew” throughout the State and videorder no. Rev(DMC)(C)20-2/2021-
COVID19-III dated 08t May, 2021 has imposed additional restrictions in this regardin
order to restrict the spread the spread of Covid-19;

WHEREAS, |1 am of the view that there is real and imminent need to restrict the
movement of people in order to counter the fast spread of Covid-19 and considering the
emergent situation there is a sufficient ground to proceed under section 144 of Cr. PC 1973
to impose “Corona Curfew” within the boundaries of district Kangra;

THEREFORE, in compliance to the aforementioned orders issued by the Chairman,
State Executive Committee, Himachal Pradesh and in the welfare of public at large,], Rakesh
Kumar Prajapati, IAS, District Magistrate, Kangra at Dharamshala in exercise of the powers
conferred in me under section 144 of Cr. PC, do hereby order and direct that:

1. There shall be compete “CoronaCurfew” within the boundaries of district Kangra
w.e.f. 06 A.M. of 10t May, 2021 to 06 A.M. of 17th May, 2021 and:
i. no person shall leave his/her house or place of residence/stay in any case
may be except the conditions stated in exempted category;
ii. no person shall move around on foot or by any vehicle on travel or stand or
roam around or be found on any street, road or public place during the
curfew hours and assembly of more than 5 people shall be treated unlawful

during the curfew hours;

plying of private personal vehicles shall be allowed only for medical and
other emergencies, including for the purpose of vaccination testing and
treatment for COVID-19 however private vehicles used for delivery of
essential, medical & public services or in case person has to move for
interview or joining job subject to production of valid call letter shall also be
allowed;

iv.  all government/private offices/PSUs shall remain closed except those stated
in exempted category, whereas the staff/employees of the aforementioned
officeswill not leave the station/headquarter without the prior permission of
the head of the department that too in emergencysituation and will work
from home;

v.  all cinema halls, malls, market complexes, mega marts, bazaars, gymnasiums,
sports complexes, swimming pools, entertainment parks, theatres &
auditoriums, assembly halls and related activities and similar places shall
remain closed;

vi.  all educational, training, coaching institutions/institutes shall remain closed
until 315t May 2021, however MBBS (4t and 5thyear), BDS (5t year), Nursing
classes (34 year)only will continue.

2. The relaxation hours shall be from 08 A.M to 11 A.M and general public may move
for assessing the essential services during the permissible timings subject to the
condition that under no circumstances shall there be an assembly of more than five
persons anywhere out of their houses or in public places and only adult members
from the families shall go out to avail such services. Shopkeepers permitted in
exempted category shall ensure that the social distancing protocol is strictly
adhered to

3. Superintendent of Police Kangra shall ensure to depute deploy ample police force
for the setup of check posts/nakas at various strategic locations of the district and
provide necessary assistance to concerned Sub Divisional Magistrates in execution

of this order;

Inter State Movement and quarantine/isolation

1. Shall be allowed only with the strict compliance to this office order no. 1613
SK/DM dated 27t April, 2021(Annexure- 1)subject to the production of entry
pass at the border check post/naka.

Exempted Category
